ADOPTION OF 2015-16 BUDGET

The budget discussion was continued from the March 11, 2015 board meeting.

Mrs. McGahey informed the audience about the budget process and previous discussions
specifically with staff attrition and programming. The board had not come to a
consensus at the last meeting with regard to the music and arts staffing and had
reconvened until this meeting. The board has received additional information from Dr.
Davis and Dr. Venettozzi to help in decision-making. Modifications were made from the
initial proposal keeping the spending and levy limit in place.

Mrs. Evans reviewed the changes and inquired about the equipment freeze and has Mr.
Geer approved the plan. Dr. Davis responded that we have logged every piece of
equipment with a purchase/replacement date and condition. We have reviewed the plan
and Mr. Geer is currently in agreement on the freeze. Mrs. McGahey added that this
replacement plan mirrors the bus replacement plan. Mrs. Evans also asked about the cuts
in supplies and needs. Dr. Davis stated we would cut the budget of every department.

Mr. Allen stated that he supported full time teacher replacements and was not in
agreement with a half time person. Mrs. McGahey agreed. Dr. Stalker spoke of his
experience with the arts in his life and is very supportive of the art and music program.
He also commented that he attended the All-County performance this past weekend and
what a wonderful event it was. The conductors are All-County spoke and reiterated that,
in general, there appears to be a decline in the interest for music and hope we all can do
what we can to promote participation.
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Mrs. Boris thanked Dr. Davis for putting out a new budget proposal. She appreciates that
this is being by brought back in. She also agreed with Mr. Allen that a full time teacher

is preferred.

All board members supported a motion to adopt the budget with a full time teacher
replacement for the retiring art and music teachers.

STATE ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY REVIEW
TYPE I ACTION

WHEREAS, the Holland Patent Central School District
(the “District”) Board of Education (the “Board”) has considered
the impacts to the environment of following Scope of Work to
be completed at the High School Building as part of its
2015/2016 Capital Outlay Project: removal of interior walls,
expanding the weight room into the art room, and upgrades to
the existing finishes, lighting and HVAC.

WHEREAS, the Board has reviewed the collective
Scope of Work as one Proposed Action, and has further
consulted with its Architects with respect to the potential for
environmental impacts resulting from the Proposed Action; and

WHEREAS, the Board has reviewed the Proposed
Action with respect to the Type Il criteria set forth in 6 NYCRR
Part 617.5(c) and concludes that the project involves the
maintenance and repair of existing facilities involving no
substantial changes in an existing structure, and replacement,
rehabilitation and reconstruction of structures in kind, now
therefore:

BE IT RESOLVED by the Holland Patent Central
School District as follows:

1. The Proposed Action does not exceed thresholds established
under 6 NYCRR Part 617, of the State Environmental
Quality Review Act, (SEQRA).

2. The Board hereby determines the Proposed Action is a Type
Il action in accordance with the SEQRA regulations.

3. No further review of the Proposed Action is required under
SEQRA.

4. This resolution shall be effective immediately.
